Journals

Journal of American History. 
Published by the Organization of American Historians. This journal can be used to obtain articles dealing with all aspects of American History. A good resource for students, it includes reviews of books, films, exhibitions, and Web sites as well as scholarly articles and essays.
Journal of American Studies. 
Published by the Cambridge University Press. Publishes works by scholars from all over the world on American history, politics, literature, institutions, economics, film, popular culture, geography, sociology and related subjects. Also included are review essays and book reviews.  This journal can be used to obtain articles dealing with all aspects of the American people and can give students an outside perspective.
Journal of British Studies.

The official publication of the North American Conference on British Studies (NACBS), the Journal of British Studies, has positioned itself as the critical resource for scholars of British culture from the Middle Ages through the present. Provides students with information about important historical figures of British origin. Allows for students to obtain information about British people from a British perspective.
Journal of Colonialism and Colonial History. 
Focuses on all aspects of the colonial experience, from living under imperial rules to the evolution of colonial rule. Provides students with a resource into the experiences of the colonial era in America and the rest of the world. 
Pennsylvania History: A Journal of Mid-Atlantic Studies. 
The official journal of the Pennsylvania Historical Association. Contains articles dealing with the history of Pennsylvania and the Middle Atlantic region, regardless of their specialty. Journal that specializes in the History of Pennsylvania as pertaining to its region of the country. 
Pennsylvania Magazine of History and Biography. 
Published since 1877 by The Historical Society of Pennsylvania, it is an important resource for those interested in a scholarly approach to state and local history, industry, genealogy, culture, and related subjects. Provides students with insight into the History of Pennsylvania and the History of its people.
Journal of the Early Republic.

Quarterly journal committed to publishing the best scholarship on the history and culture of the United States in the years of the early republic (1776–1861). Journal supplies students with articles about the early years and development of the United States.
Journal of Urban History. 
Provides the latest research, analyses, and discussion on the history of cities and urban societies throughout the world. Supplies students with information about urban societies throughout the world and their patterns of development. 
Labor: Studies in Working-Class History of the Americas. 
Published by the Duke University Press. The official journal of the Labor and Working-Class History Association. Students can obtain information about labor movements, as well as, information about migration and population patterns related to labor.
