Lesson #3:  Title:  Building Philadelphia
Time Estimation:   Two weeks
Objective(s):         

1. Construct a model of Philadelphia beginning with the original settlement up until present day.

2. Describe the geographical characteristics and how they were a factor in the initial settlement of Philadelphia.

3. Explain how specific events and circumstances affected the actual look or landscape of Philadelphia.
4. Recognize the different stages in Philadelphia’s development and attribute those stages to the social, historical, and political factors of the time period.

       Description:    Students will begin by reading a chapter in the text book about the early settlement and development of Philadelphia. Students will take a field trip to the Atwater Kent Museum. During the field trip students will partake in a scavenger hunt to guide them in recognizing important factors. Working in groups of 4, students will begin the activity by drawing the geographical characteristics of Philadelphia on a poster board using a series of maps. The students will then construct a model of the city beginning with original settlement up to present day.
